On Wednesday, the team split again, with most heading to Chucipaca. We were greeted 
by many ABC kids, their families, and others in need of medical or dental care. The day 
was packed with appointments and capped off with a delicious lunch of fried chicken, 
beans, and salad. 
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Thursday’s clinics took us to Clinica Caris, Chi-

chi, and Las Trampas. The majority traveled 

over an hour to Las Trampas, where we were 

met with a high volume of patients eager for 

medical and dental care. This was a long but 

rewarding day. 

 

On Friday, we packed up and drove to Antigua, 
where we checked into the Porta Hotel. The 
day was spent shopping, eating, sightseeing, 
and enjoying more food. We had our traditional 
dinner at the hotel, savoring our last evening 
together before heading to the air-
port on Saturday morning.
